The SCI now forms part of the Erewash Local Development Framework (LDF) Since production of the
document commenced in May 2005, the SCI has been subject to two statutory periods of public consultation
as well as a range of other community engagement exercises. This has ensured that comments on the
emerging SCI from interested stakeholders have helped to shape the document into its finalised version.
In addition to the community engagement which has occurred, the document has also been independently
examined by a Government-appointed Planning Inspector who considered the SCI to be sound after minor
alterations were recommended by the Inspector which were duly acted upon by the Borough Council.

1.1 The Planning & Compulsory Purchase Act 2004 (referred to as ‘the Act’ in this document), has
changed the approach of planning in this country. There is a renewed focus on increasing levels of
involvement with communities to produce plans, policies and decisions which take into account the
needs of local residents, whilst also speeding up the planning system at a local level to help it respond
to ever-changing circumstances.

1.2 Prior to the passing of the above Act, the Structure Plan and Local Plan outlined how future development
would be accommodated within Erewash. The key functions of the documents were to outline the
quantity and location of new housing and employment land whilst protecting the natural and historic
environment.

1.3 However, under the provisions of the Act, a new range of documents will eventually replace the current
Local Plan. Collectively, these documents will be known as the Erewash Borough Local Development
Framework (LDF), and will feature all themes and topics currently covered by the existing Local Plan,
but in a format that will be easier and quicker to revise and amend to take account of changing local
issues.

1.4 These changes represent a significant shift in the way the Borough Council will produce its vision of
future development within Erewash. At the heart of these changes will be the effective interaction
between the Borough Council and the communities we serve. The production of this Statement of
Community Involvement (SCI) document will help us to describe what we as a Council will do to
maximise our engagement with those who share an interest in planning the future of Erewash, within
existing resources.

Introducing the new Planning System: A changing approach 1
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4.1 This document will help to establish the standards and procedures that the Borough Council will utilise
through public involvement. These standards and procedures, as well as the SCI as a whole, must be
‘fit for purpose’, meaning that they must be appropriate to what is required and also easy to implement.
Through the production of the SCI, two key components of consultation can clearly be identified. These
are the manner in which we consult and secondly, the way in which we feedback to those who have
taken an interest in the process. Through the SCI, the following become underlying principles in how
the Borough Council carries out public participation on planning matters:

Provide easy access to the most up-to-date planning information.
Understand that the Borough Council will welcome and consider all comments made.
Give communities an opportunity to take an active part in developing proposals and options.
Give communities an opportunity to comment on formal proposals.
Ensure that everyone who has an interest in the development of proposals and options in Erewash
receives feedback and generally be kept informed about progress and outcomes.
Make the best use of established methods of consultation whilst looking for new ways/methods
to improve levels of public participation.

4.2 The purpose of consultation is to involve as wide a range of people, communities and groups from
across the Borough in decision-making and policy formulation. The Borough Council recognises that
the specialised knowledge of stakeholders can be used positively to share information, and in doing
so improve the ‘dialogue’ between the two. The benefits of this are as follows:

Stakeholders are interested and consequently ‘committed’ to the process.
Identify a range of opportunities, ideas and alternative solutions.
Test formal options and ideas.
Establish public reaction to ideas / proposals.

4.3 Involving communities in the planning process is a two-way process, and has many benefits that not
only extend to the communities themselves but also back to the Borough Council. These are:

Ensuring that local communities are involved and have a sense of ownership of planning policy
and future development proposals.
Helping to give local communities the chance to influence the decision-making process.
Suggesting various options / ideas / proposals to achieving objectives.
Giving individuals the opportunity to make a difference and help shape the future of their own
communities and areas.
Promoting and building a mutual ‘trust’ between the Borough Council and communities to ensure
commitment to a common goal.
Through building a common consensus early in the process (front-loading), the need for lengthy
and an often expensive inquiry’s is prevented.
Demonstrating that the process of engagement is continuous and will not simply end at a certain
point.
Helping to create a transparent and open planning system that communities can relate to, and
easily engage with.

4.4 Many of the benefits and principles listed above are dependant upon the most up-to-date information
being readily available to individuals. Access to information is a key attribute in ensuring that communities
feel engaged in the work that the Borough Council carries out in the drafting of LDF documents and
will be available in the following methods:

All information will be readily available in both paper and electronic formats.
All consultation documents will be placed on the Borough Council website where on-line
representations can be made.

The Core Principles of Consultation in Planning 4
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All LDF-related documents will be available to view at all Borough Council offices and all local
libraries (including the mobile libraries) – A list of these facilities and opening times can be found
in Appendix A
Facility for documents to be translated from English is available upon request. The Borough
Council subscribes to the services provided by Language Line, a commercial organisation which
provides language translation services.For more information about the service Language Line
offers, please visit their website at www.languageline.co.uk or phone the Language Line call
centre on (0845) 3109900. Details of other facilities that the Borough Council can offer in relation
to how documents are viewed by the general public can be seen in the Foreword to this document.
The Erewash Borough Council website will host all documents and serve as a contact point for
anybody requiring information regarding any LDF document. The website can be found at
www.erewash.gov.uk or any query can be addressed to the Policy and Development section of
the Council at ldf@erewash.gov.uk.
The Council will make every endeavour to meet the requirements of the Disability Discrimination
Act 1995 and the Race Relations Act 2000.

The Core Principles of Consultation in Planning4
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5.1 The Borough Council is always keen to expand upon the level of community involvement it carries out
as it firmly recognises the value that consultation has in helping to shape a variety of strategic Council
documents. Currently there are several documents already in place which give Erewash residents and
other interested parties a say in how the Borough is run. The introduction and establishment of the SCI
is yet further progress on encouraging the community to have its say, particularly when it comes to
issues related to the production of the LDF documents or a particular planning application.

5.2 The following documents have been identified as having links to the aims and objectives of the SCI,
and more generally the LDF, and will explain the relationship between these and the relevant Plan /
Strategy identified.

Erewash Corporate Plan

What is it?

Covers the period between April 2005 and March 2007
Provides the focus for the work that the Borough Council will be delivering over
that time period.
Aim is to ensure that corporate decisions are made in a cohesive way to support
delivery of the vision and aims for the Borough of Erewash.

How does it link with the SCI/LDF?

The LDF has an important role in supporting the vision of the Corporate Plan.
The LDF will help the Borough Council with the delivery of several elements of the
Corporate Vision, particularly improving quality of life and economic vitality.

Erewash Community Plan

What is it?

Published in 2003
Sets out a range of key strategic objectives and priorities that communities have
deemed of greatest importance.
Ensures the Borough Council and its partners focus on how best to improve the
social, economic and environmental quality that Erewash has to offer.
The Plan is the responsibility of the Erewash Local Strategic Partnership (LSP),
bringing together and representing the wide interests of numerous public, private
and voluntary sector organisations and their representatives from communities
across the Borough.

How does it link with the SCI/LDF?
In the drafting and review of LDF documents and determination of planning
applications, the Borough Council should have regard to the aims and objectives
identified within the ECP as being contributory factors to a community’s quality of life.
The LDF can help with the implementation of certain aims set out in the ECP,
particularly land-use based targets taking into account the wider environmental, social
and economic factors affecting where growth can occur within Erewash.
Sustainability Appraisals accompanying all LDD’s will ensure conformity between the
ECP and the LDF and act as a basis for annual review.

How does the SCI link to other Council programmes and
strategies? 5
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Erewash Communications Strategy (2005 – 2007)

What is it?

Establishes the Borough Council’s objectives for achieving effective internal, but
more importantly with regard to the SCI document, external consultation.
It establishes a set of principles that the Council should adhere to when carrying
out consultation work with communities, to ensure communication is effective.
Contains a set of methods outlining how the Council will communicate externally
and internally.

How does it link with the SCI/LDF?
The SCI will utilise the methods of communication outlined within the Strategy. It has
been prepared in conformity with the underlying principles that the Borough Council
have identified as being of importance in consulting with Erewash residents and other
interested stakeholders. The Development and Policy team will utilise the methods
outlined within the ECS as a mechanism for outlining the activities that the section
will engage the public in during the Local Development Framework process. It is also
recognised that through the guidance contained within the Strategy, an opportunity
exists to raise the role that residents within Erewash have in contributing to service
improvement and delivery.

ErewashCommunity Consultation and Involvement Strategy - 2001

What is it?

Establishes the Borough Council’s commitment to involving the local community
in all aspects of our work.
The Strategy outlines the three main objectives that the Council hope to achieve
through the application of effective consultation principles and public participation,
these are briefly:

Increase the capacity of both the Council and local communities to improve
community information, public participation and consultation.
Meet all requirements for Best Value in relation to community involvement.
Greater partnership working to promote the general well-being of the
Borough.

How does it link with the LDF/SCI?
The SCI will aim to conform to this Strategy in two separate ways. Firstly, taking
account of the consultation principles set out within the strategy in order to make the
public participation arrangements in the SCI as meaningful and effective as possible.
Secondly, the contents of the Strategy will form an effective basis for reviewing how
the SCI functions in its aims and objectives and help to suggest modification wherever
necessary.

How does the SCI link to other Council programmes and
strategies?5
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6.1 The transition from Local Plan to that of a Local Development Framework and the preparation of the
LDDs is set out within the Local Development Scheme, a 3-year project plan to be reviewed and rolled
forward on an annual basis.

6.2 The documents that Erewash Borough Council will be preparing, inviting participation and consulting
on as part of the LDF are as follows:

Statement of Community Involvement (SCI) – This will establish and regulate the methods of
community involvement that the Borough Council is committed to achieving in ensuring that those
interested in planning at a local level are consulted at the right time and in the right manner.

6.3 Development Plan Documents (DPDs) – These include:

Core Strategy –The Strategy will present a spatial vision and strategic objectives for Erewash
and contain core policies and a monitoring and implementation framework with clear objectives
for achieving sustainable development throughout the Borough.
Site Specific Land Allocations – This overarching document will outline how the Borough Council
will meet its housing, employment and retail needs (amongst other planning issues) and will
identify specific sites deemed appropriate for allocation.
Proposals Map – This will identify the allocated sites mentioned above.
Area Action Plans (AAPs) – These will initially be carried out for the Stanton Regeneration Site,
Long Eaton Town Centre and Ilkeston Town Centre and will contain detailed policies and proposals
with the aim of regenerating the areas.

6.4 Supplementary Planning Documents (SPDs) – These non-statutory documents which provide
additional guidance and information on a range of planning issues, are not subject to external
examination. However, public consultation and approval of the Council is still needed before adoption
can occur. The Borough Council have produced 10 SPDs with further ones planned and these can be
found on the Council’s website and all public libraries.

6.5 One of the key aims of the LDF is to ensure that the Government’s objectives on meeting sustainable
development are achieved through land use planning within Erewash. The Government defines
‘sustainable development’ as:

Social progress which meets the needs of everyone
Effective protection of the environment
Prudent use of natural resources
Maintenance of high and stable levels of economic growth and employment.

6.6 For the LDF to fully embrace Government-established principals relating to sustainable development,
it will need to be assessed through a robust Sustainability Appraisal (SA). This will incorporate the
statutory requirements contained within the EU Directive on Strategic Environment Assessment
(SEA). The purpose of the SA report is to appraise the social, environmental and economic effects of
DPDs and SPDs. All DPD and SPD documents prepared will be prepared alongside their accompanying
SAs and SEAs and will be subject to the same standards of public consultation.

6.7 The anticipated drafting, participation and consultation stages of the various DPDs and SPDs (along
with SA and SEA reports) and their scheduled completion dates can be seen within the Erewash LDS.
This document is available to view at all public libraries within the Borough as well as the Council
website which can be viewed at www.erewash.gov.uk.

Consultation on Planning Policy 6
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7.1 The Regulations for the Act places a statutory function on the Borough Council to consult with what
are known as specific consultation bodies. The minimum requirements for pre-submission consultation
can be found in Regulation 25 and requires the local planning authority to consult with:

a. each of the specific consultation bodies relevant to the subject matter of the DPD; and
b. each of the general consultation bodies as the local planning authority consider appropriate.

7.2 Specific consultation bodies (SCB) are generally considered to be the statutory stakeholders in the
planning system.
General consultation bodies (GCB) form a variety of interest groups and organisations active within
Erewash. These can be categorised into the following five groups:

Voluntary bodies whose activities benefit any part of Erewash
Bodies who represent the interests of different racial, ethnic or national groups
Bodies representing the interests of the different religious groups in Erewash
Bodies representing the interests of the different disabled persons in Erewash
Bodies representing the interests of the business community in Erewash

7.3 For the purposes of producing LDF documents, the following key groups have been identified by the
Borough Council:

General Public

Business, Retail and the Private Sector

Community and the Voluntary Sector

Regulatory Organisations

Borough, Parish and CountyCouncillors

District/Borough, Parish and CountyAdjoining Councils

Other Service Providers

Developers, Landowners and Agents

Frequent Customers / Users of Services

Local Schools / Places of Education

Local Media

Hard to Reach Groups

Table 7.1 Key Groups

7.4 A list of specific, general and other consultees can be found in Appendix B of this statement. It is
envisaged that this list will be subject to frequent alterations to keep it as up-to-date as possible.

7.5 The Borough Council is in the process of updating its present database to cater for the different
consultation needs the LDF will bring. When updated, the database will contain the details of all
individuals who have stated a wish to be involved in the LDF process, in addition to the groups and
organisations which are covered by the groupings shown in 7.2-7.4. This will be maintained by Officers
at the Borough Council who will amend the database as necessary. Any individual, group or organisation
who becomes involved in the LDF process will have his/her/their contact details added to the LDF
database.

Public Involvement in Planning 7
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7.6 Inclusion on the database will ensure that the individual will receive correspondence (either in electronic
or paper format) regarding all LDF matters (for further information on this, see Table 10.1 and Appendix
C and Appendix D. In line with current laws regarding the protection of data, the database will not be
open to public scrutiny, but any individual can request to be added or removed from the database.

Public Involvement in Planning7
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8.1 In producing the Draft SCI document, the Borough Council has taken into account the consultation
needs and interests of the many groups and individuals across Erewash who share an interest in
planning. This has been achieved through several public consultation exercises to establish what
stakeholders require from the planning system at a Borough-level. These exercises have proved useful
in helping to develop, focus and produce the preferred methods and techniques as seen elsewhere
within this document. The principle event, a SCI Workshop, was held on the 23rd May 2005 which saw
29 groups and organisations represented from across the Borough. A report of this Workshop can be
found at the Council’s website www.erewash.gov.uk.

8.2 In addition to the above consultation event, the Borough Council has produced two questionnaires to
follow-up on the initial interest shown towards the SCI in the May Workshop. The first questionnaire,
circulated to the Erewash Citizens Panel in September 2005, received 597 responses from the Citizens
Panel members as to how people would like to be consulted on planning matters in Erewash. The
second questionnaire was sent to 207 stakeholders on the Council’s SCI database also in September
2005. The reports from both of these documents are on the Council website (www.erewash.gov.uk)
or alternatively can be seen on request at both Long Eaton and Ilkeston Town Hall's.

8.3 All three exercises have helped the Borough Council to understand what stakeholders involved in the
system require from consultation, and underlines the Councils commitment in finding out what makes
effective and appropriate consultation with local communities and interested parties.

Scoping and Consultation Studies 8
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9.1 To support the work of the Borough Council in trying to engage communities in becoming involved in
the LDF process, it is important that we work alongside partners and utilise existing communication
channels to raise awareness. The following groups and organisations will play a key role in the delivery
of the Erewash LDF documents, and also in promoting involvement in the process for communities
and individuals served by these groups.

9.2 Derbyshire COMPACT:
The COMPACT initiative sets out a framework to guide future relationships between the statutory sector
(this includes the Borough Council), voluntary and community organisations. The initiative encourages
partners from all of the above-mentioned sectors to work together to recognise the distinctive needs
of those voluntary and community organisations who have traditionally fallen outside of consultation
processes. This presents an opportunity to involve such groups in the LDF process in Erewash and
find out what their needs are from the planning system at a local (Borough) level.

9.3 Erewash Council for Voluntary Services (CVS):
The Borough Council will work in conjunction with the Erewash CVS to ensure that as many voluntary
groups as possible are given the opportunity to be involved with the LDF process. The Borough Council
will utilise the links, contacts and connections that the CVS has forged with the voluntary sector to
establish whether such bodies have an interest in contributing to and receiving information regarding
the emerging LDF.

9.4 Erewash Community Forums:
The Borough Council has established nine Community Forums, eight of which meet on a quarterly
basis. These cover both of the primary towns in Erewash as well as a several urban communities
throughout the Borough. The primary function of the Community Forums are to provide a vehicle of
discussion and dialogue on issues that affect the community. The Community Forums present a
worthwhile platform to disseminate LDF information to individuals within communities, whilst being able
to discuss the merits of proposals or up and coming stages of policy creation.

9.5 Erewash Local Strategic Partnership (LSP):
The Erewash LSP is a diverse partnership made up of members of local businesses, colleges, both
Borough and County Council’s, the local health authority (Erewash PCT), police service and the primary
local housing association (Three Valleys Housing Ltd). The primary role of the LSP is to help shape,
implement and review the Borough’s Community Strategy, and the aims and objectives of the Strategy
can be found in Chapter 5 of this Statement. The LDF will be a key vehicle in delivering these agreed
objectives, thus ensuring that LDF issues are considered by those that also form the basis of the LSP.

9.6 Parish Councils:
Parish Councils are one of the specific consultation bodies referred to within the Statutory Regulations.
Parish Councils within the Borough are considered as key stakeholders and through their involvement
with Community Forums and consultation on planning applications, provide the Borough Council with
direct channels of communication which will continue to be utilised. Several Parish Councils are situated
within rural communities in Erewash so the Borough Council will use, and build upon, existing
communication channels to keep rural settlements (identified as a ‘hard to reach’ group) up to date
with the latest progress concerning the LDF. A list of Parish Council's, both in this Borough and adjacent
Authorities that are to be consulted with can be found in Appendix B.

9.7 Town Centre Interest Groups:
A variety of interest groups representing the interests of businesses exist within Erewash. The two
largest towns, Ilkeston and Long Eaton, both have a Chamber of Commerce, a Chamber of Trade and
a branch of the National Market Traders Federation currently operating. With the Borough Council
committed to the viability and vitality of both Town Centres, it is important that Traders, and all those
who have an interest in their functioning are engaged fully in the LDF process. This can be achieved
through building upon existing channels of communication between the Borough Council and the
several active Forums.

9.8 Elderly Residents in Erewash
The interests of older residents in Erewash are represented by two Forums co-ordinated by Derbyshire
County Council. Both the Long Eaton and Ilkeston Over Fifties Forum give residents over the age of
fifty a voice to put across their opinions on everyday issues such as transport, crime, health and leisure
amongst many others. Views given at a Borough level are fed into County and Regional Forums within
the network of Older People’s Advisory Forums. Older residents within the Borough have been identified
as a ‘hard to reach’ section of the community, so effective engagement with both Forums’ will help to
bring the elderly community closer to planning issues in the Borough. For details regarding these
Forums, contact Jem Brown at Derbyshire County Council on (01629) 772094.

9.9 Hard to Reach Groups:
One of the objectives at the heart of recent planning reform is to encourage involvement from groups
who are considered to be under-represented in the local planning system. In response to this and also
taking factors of financial constraint into account, the Borough Council will make all reasonable efforts
to engage in consultation which is fair and accessible to all communities within Erewash. The Council,
working in conjunction with Derbyshire County Council, has identified the following groups as ‘hard to
reach’ within the Borough:

The Youth Community
Ethnic Minority Groups
Disabled
The Elderly Community
Rural Communities
Gypsies / Travellers
The Homeless

The Borough Council has already identified local, regional and national bodies which represent the
interests of individuals within the above groups. However, through ongoing consultation, there is a
possibility that other bodies and groups may come to our attention. Where this occurs, interested parties
will be inserted into the Council’s programme of consultation. A list of hard-to-reach groups where we
have information for them can be found within the list in Appendix B

9.10 Young People in Erewash:
The Borough Council, through its work with Derbyshire County Council and the Community Forums
have produced a paper outlining how Young People can become involved in the Council’s
decision-making process. The paper outlines the mechanisms by which young people can tap into to
feed their views into policy formulation. The following communication methods are led primarily by the
Borough Council:

Direct contact with local Borough or County Councillor
Attending one of the several established Community Forums within Erewash
Using the new Borough Council ‘Compliments, Comments and Complaints procedure

The following methods are led primarily by Derbyshire County Council:

Erewash District Area Youth Forum – For information on this call Errol Squire on (01332) 821298.
Derbyshire Youth Forum – This comprises two representatives from each Local Authority and
helps enable young people to help shape local services of relevance to them.
Advisory Panels – A new initiative sees a panel comprising the local District Youth Manager, Full
Time Youth Worker, a ‘Conexxions’ development worker, a Borough and County Councillor and
eight young people who meet quarterly.

9.11 In addition to the above, local schools and educational authorities will be invited to become involved
at key consultation stages of the LDF process.

Extending Planning into Communities9
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9.12 Planning Aid – East Midlands:
Planning Aid is run by the national organisation for town planning in the UK, the Royal Town Planning
Institute (RTPI) and provides free, independent and professional town planning advice and support to
communities and individuals who cannot afford to pay planning consultant fees. It complements the
work of local planning authorities, but is wholly independent of them. Planning Aid gives communities,
particularly those who have limited resources an opportunity to participate effectively in planning matters
in Erewash. The Borough Council will publicise the existence of this source of support to communities
through the key consultation stages of the LDF.

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10.1 In terms of public consultation there are four key opportunities in the preparation of DPDs. These
opportunities are shown within The Regulations(i) These stages are as follows:

10.2 As a Supplementary Planning Document is not a Development Plan Document, the consultation is
slightly different. There are two opportunities for consultation in the drafting of a SPD as set out in the
following diagram:

10.3 The above stages can be see in more detail in Appendix C (DPD) and Appendix D (SPD) where the
specific provisions of the Regulations are shown for each stage of the DPD and SPD processes.

10.4 The following table (Table 10.1) presents a series of potential consultation methods that the Borough
Council considers ‘fit-for-purpose’ and appropriate in informing, involving and feeding back information
to communities, groups and organisations. In choosing these methods, attention has been given to
the findings of the SCI Workshop Event, and the two commissioned questionnaires on this subject as
mentioned in Chapter 8. These methods have been subjected to a public consultation to establish the
merits of each approach.

i Town and Country Planning (Local Development) (England) Regulations 2004

How the Borough Council will Inform and Involve People 10
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11.1 Resourcing the SCI
The Borough Council is committed to undertaking the most effective consultation possible given the
finite budget and general resources that are available. To resource the production of the LDF, the
Borough Council has allocated a specific budget to fund the various elements of work involved. This
budget makes provision for the preparation of documents and consultation materials and this would
specifically entail the hiring of venues, cost of display materials and the professional printing of
documents. It is not envisaged that additional funding will be made available, so it is essential that all
consultation techniques used are appropriate and cost effective.

11.2 Taking into account the budget available to the Borough Council, it is planned that some documents
will be produced simultaneously wherever possible in order to keep costs down, consolidating stages
of public participation and consultation. To achieve effective participation and consultation, the Borough
Council will tap into existing methods of communication particularly through forums and liaison groups.
Not only will this help strengthen relationships between communities and the Council, but also utilise
an existing channel of communication for consultation without the need for additional systems to be
established at financial cost.

11.3 Staff resources are critical to the delivery of the SCI and the LDF process as a whole. This is managed
through the Annual Monitoring Report, published each December, where progress on the LDS
programme in accordance with the SCI is scrutinised and amendments made as necessary. This is
then submitted to the Secretary of State for approval. Requests for further Council resources may then
be made through the normal budget cycle, if required.

11.4 Reviewing the SCI
This is a key stage in evaluating how the Borough Council is meeting objectives regarding community
engagement in planning matters. The SCI will effectively be subject to a continual state of review by
the Council to ensure that consultation techniques are effective and ‘fit for purpose’ for the individuals/
groups/ forums that take an interest in planning in the Borough. In monitoring the effectiveness of the
SCI, there will be regular review of the following:

Has the Borough Council engaged all relevant stakeholders?
Has the Borough Council engaged stakeholders at the correct time?
Has the Borough Council engaged, or is at least aware of, the appropriate stakeholders?

In order to find answers to the above questions, the Borough Council will look to use stakeholder
questionnaires at appropriate stages in the production of DPDs and SPDs to establish how effective
the procedures put in place by the Council are and report this as part of the AMR each year.

11.5 It is envisaged that the Statement of Community when adopted will be subjected to a formal review
every three years.

11.6 Reporting Back on Community Involvement
In addition to engaging with communities to make it easier to put forward ideas, proposals and formal
representations, it is vital that the flow of information can be effectively filtered back to all stakeholders
who become involved in the system. A key aspect of community engagement is helping to demonstrate
to those involved how their involvement has been acknowledged and taken into account in developing
important local planning policy. The methods that the Borough Council will use to feed information back
to communities are demonstrated in Table 10.1 and the stages that these methods will occur at are
shown in Appendix C and Appendix D. As mentioned in paragraph 10.3 above, stakeholder
questionnaires will help to demonstrate how effective the feeding back of information is and where we
can improve procedures should funding permit.

Administering the Statement of Community Involvement (The
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12.1 The Council receives approximately 1100 planning and associated applications per year. Consulting
the public, statutory and non-statutory bodies and interested parties to establish their views on proposed
development is a fundamental part of the Council’s assessment of applications and helps inform the
decision making process.

Development Control: Planning Applications - Involving People
in the Process 12
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13.1 The Council advocates and positively encourages pre-application discussions with applicants at an
early stage of the development process. Unless the applicant wishes otherwise, such dialogue will be
confidential to reflect the sensitive nature of Pre-Application discussions. Pre-Application discussions
can help identify any issues which will need to be addressed in any formal submission and allows the
informal views of Council Officers and other interested parties to be made known at an early stage.

13.2 The Council encourages applicants/ developers to undertake their own consultation at an early
pre-application stage to inform the application process and allow for clear areas of conflict or objection
to be addressed prior to the submission of a planning application.

13.3 The type and form of consultation undertaken by applicants/ developers will vary depending on the
scale and nature of the proposal. For smaller developments such as household extensions, this may
involve applicants talking to their neighbours and showing them draft plans to ascertain their views.
On larger schemes, developers may wish to consider undertaking wider public consultation by means
of public meetings or exhibitions, development briefs or leaflets, and presentations to Parish Councils
etc. It is expected that public meetings and exhibitions are made accessible to all in terms of their
location and timing and should be held as near to the application site as possible. Developers/ applicants
for major proposals are encouraged to notify the Council of any publicity/ consultation events planned
prior to them occurring.

13.4 Developers will also be encouraged to engage at an early stage with statutory consultees including,
where appropriate, the Highway Authority and the Environment Agency.

13.5 Where there is a subsequent planning application, the applicant/ developer will be encouraged to
submit a statement with their application setting out the steps they have undertaken to involve the
public at the pre-application stage. The Council cannot, however, refuse to accept an application where
the developer/ applicant has not followed these steps.

13.6 Where developers approach the Council for pre-application discussions, the Council will, where
appropriate, adopt a ‘Development Team’ approach and include Officers from other Council services
and external bodies in discussions. In certain cases, where a Section 106 Planning Obligation is
considered likely to be required, the broad heads of terms will be discussed at this early stage.

Pre-Application Discussion 13
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14.1 A comprehensive scheme of consultation is in place which accords with the requirements of Article 8
of the Town & Country Planning (General Development Procedure) Order 1995 (as amended). For
conservation areas and listed building consent applications, the requirements are set out in Regulation
5 of the Planning (Listed Buildings & Conservation Areas) Regulations 1990 (as amended).The Council
already exceeds the statutory requirements set out in the legislation by undertaking additional publicity
and consulting wider than the requirements sets out.

14.2 The type and amount of publicity and consultation afforded to applications is commensurate with the
type, size and location of the development proposed.

14.3 Currently, when applications are registered, individual notification letters are posted to all occupiers of
property/land which immediately abuts the application site (as identified on the submitted plans and
drawings). For some types of application, (for example new dwellings on infill plots) the occupiers of
properties or land opposite the application site are notified directly. The notification letter sets out a
timescale for comments to be submitted (normally 21 days), details of where the application can be
inspected and lists some examples of material planning considerations which can be taken into account
by the Council in assessing the application, and non-material considerations which cannot.

14.4 Where the owner of properties/ land is not easily identified from an Ordnance Survey Plan or following
a site visit, a site notice will be displayed. Additionally, site notices are displayed where developments
may affect the character of the wider area (for example, front extensions to dwellings), and for all
applications proposing development which may affect the character or appearance of a conservation
area, affect a listed building or its settings, or a scheduled ancient monument. Applications for ‘major’
development (see Para. 14.5 for definition) for development which would constitute a departure from
the development plan and those accompanied by an Environmental Impact Assessment (EIA) will also
be advertised by means of a site notice. Site notices are displayed in weatherproof casing and are
attached to a lamppost or similar structure as close to the application site as possible.

14.5 Some planning applications, including those for ‘major’ development, departures and those affecting
conservation areas, listed buildings, and those accompanied by an EIA are also advertised in the local
press. Major developments include those involving ten or more dwellings and office, industrial and
retail developments involving 1000 sq. metres of floor space; leisure and service developments including
schools and hospitals or where site areas are 1 hectare or over. Developments under these dwelling
and floor space thresholds are categorised as minor developments.

14.6 The Council publishes a weekly list of planning applications received which is sent to local libraries,
Parish Councils, various statutory and non-statutory bodies and is published on the Council’s website
at www.erewash.gov.uk.

14.7 The Council also consults with a wide range of statutory and non-statutory bodies including parish
councils, the Highway Authority and the Conservation Area Advisory Committee, and various
departments within the Borough Council, including Environmental Health.

14.8 Other types of applications such as Notification for Telecommunications, Tree Preservation Orders
consent, and Advertisement Consent are subject to their own publicity requirements. Information about
the statutory requirements may be found via the Planning Portal Website – www.planningportal.gov.uk.
To view the telecommunications companies Code of Conduct, click here.

14.9 Planning applications, including submitted plans, drawings and any supporting information provided
by the applicant, are held on the public registers at Long Eaton Town Hall. Applications relating to sites
within the north of the Borough are also held at Ilkeston Town Hall. Applications can be viewed at any
time during office hours without an appointment. A Planning Officer will also be available to offer
guidance if requested at Long Eaton, and, by appointment, at Ilkeston on Thursday mornings. The
Case Officer will be available to discuss the application by telephone or in person by appointment.

14.10 All applications received by the Council since 1st December 2005 are also available for inspection on
the Council’s website (www.erewash.gov.uk).

Applications 14
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14.11 In some cases, for example, for particularly large-scale or significant applications, the Council and/or
developer may undertake additional forms of consultation/ publicity. The type of consultation undertaken
will vary depending on the type and nature of the development proposed, but may include public
meetings or exhibitions, development briefs, leaflets etc. The Council has limited resources, however
and has to look realistically at achievable and cost effective ways to continually improve community
involvement in planning applications, and must be mindful of the statutory periods within which decisions
on planning applications should be made.

14.12 Interested parties can comment on a planning application by providing their comments in writing within
the period specified (normally 21 days). Comments can be submitted by email (link available from the
Borough Council's website), fax or letter. Letters will be acknowledged, and if specific queries are
raised, the Case Officer will contact the author to offer further guidance. The results of any such
consultation will be reported and taken into account in decisions made by, and on behalf of, the Council.

14.13 It is sometimes the case that applications are amended or supplemented by additional information
during their consideration by the Borough Council. Where amendments or additional information
materially alter what is proposed, the Council will undertake a further consultation and notification
exercise, commensurate with the type and size of amendments/ information submitted. The amended
proposals/ additional information will be placed on the public register at Long Eaton/ Ilkeston Town
Halls and on the Borough Council's website. Those consulted/ notified on amendments will normally
be given 14 days to submit any further observations to the Council.

14.14 The Council operates a system of public speaking at Planning Committees. People who have written
in to support or object to a planning application will be offered the opportunity to speak for 5 minutes
at the meeting at which the application is being considered. Planning Committees are held every 3
weeks and alternate between Long Eaton and Ilkeston Town Halls. The Officers’ presentation to
committee is supplemented by a visual presentation of the plans and photographs of the application
site.

14.15 Following the determination of an application, all those who made written representations will be notified
in writing of the Council’s decision. The Council’s committee reports and weekly list of decisions will
also be displayed on the Borough Council's website, and, for applications determined after 1st December
2005, the decision notice and Officers’ reports will also be available on the Internet. Copies of decision
notices can be purchased from the Council for a small charge. The Case Officer will be able to explain
the reasons for the decision if requested.

Applications14
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15.1 Applicants have a right of appeal against the Council’s decision and in cases where an appeal is lodged,
those who were originally notified, plus any additional people, who made written representations at the
time of the application, will be notified in writing of the appeal and how to make further representations
to the Planning Inspectorate.

15.2 It is sometimes the case that applicants wish to make changes to their developments after the grant
of planning permission. The Council recognises that for numerous reasons, changes are often necessary
once full details of a scheme are prepared and will seek to assist developers in dealing with small,
non-material changes to schemes as minor amendments to their approved schemes. The Council
wishes to ensure, however, that local residents are not disadvantaged by proposed changes and will
undertake further publicity where minor amendments are proposed. Accordingly, neighbouring owners/
occupiers who were initially notified at application stage will be given a further 14 days to inspect revised
plans where post-application minor amendments are proposed. Any comments made will be considered
carefully in deciding whether to allow the proposed change to the approved scheme. In practice,
proposed changes to approved developments which result in anything other than minor amendments
to the development are unlikely to be considered in this way, and a fresh application is likely to be
requested. Proposed changes which, for example, increase the size of the development or change
material aspects of its design are unlikely to be considered as minor amendments.

Post-Application 15
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16.1 Most enforcement cases arise following a referral from members of the public. Wherever possible,
complainants’ details are kept confidential. There is no public consultation on enforcement matters.
Cases are often sensitive with the complainant keen to retain anonymity. Where enforcement cases
result in the submission of a planning application, publicity and consultation is undertaken on the
application in accordance with the normal consultation procedure outlined above.
